How does one get a
stuck car r ier  free?
First visually inspect
the tubing for any
problems. Next open
one of the doors at one
end and run the tube
system. Try this again
with the other end.
Sometimes lightly
shaking the tubing or
elbows will take care of
the problem. If the
carrier is still stuck try
running another carrier
from the opposite end
with a light load to
dislodge the carrier.
